What do you like best about UAFS? What would you change if you could?  

Have you experienced any problems getting the courses you need in a timely manner?  

Describe your experience with academic advising. Were you provided with accurate information  

about the requirements necessary to fulfill your course of study?  

Do you know where to go for help with the following? Is so, was it in a timely manner? 

• Academic support 

• Career Planning 

• Mental Health Counseling 

• Making a complaint  

• Technology support  

Do you use any of the following: library, tutoring services, dining services? If yes, what has been  

your experience? Are they available for Online students?  

Are you able to estimate your bill each semester or are you surprised when you receive it?  

Do you know if you are enrolled in an accredited program?  

How is the relationship between students and faculty?
